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ENR 1.10 PLANOVANIE LETU

1.10.1 Planovanie letov podla pravidiel GAT

1.10.1.1 Ak je let vojenského lietadla vykonany podla postupov
Medzinarodnej organizacie pre civilné letectvo (ICAO) a riadia ho
civiné ATS, plany letov sa podavaju podla ustanoveni AIP SR
podsekcia ENR 1.10 a predpisu L 4444. Velitel lietadla oznamuje
takyto let vojenskej Casti ATS.

1.10.1.2 Pri planovani zahraniénych letov lietadlami SAF musi
byt vyziadané diplomatické povolenie pre vstup do Statu, kde bude
vykonané pristatie. Diplomatické povolenie je nutné vyziadat aj pre
Staty, cez ktoré sa iba prelietava.

1.10.2 Planovanie letov podla pravidiel OAT

1.10.21 Pre planovanie letov podla pravidiel OAT sa vyuziva
systém operativneho planovania letov (OPL).

1.10.3 Letové plany (FPL)

Vyraz "letovy plan" méze znamenat bud uUpIné informacie vo
v§etkych poliach formulara FPL pre cell trat alebo len obmedzené
informacie na let, ktory bude vykonany len na letiskovom okruhu
alebo v MCTR.

1.10.3.1 Predkladanie FPL

1.10.3.1.1 FPL musi byt predloZzeny na vSetky lety vojenskych
lietadiel s vynimkou letov  NATINAMDS (lety pohotovostnych
lietadiel) a letov pre zvlastne ucely (SAR).

1.10.3.1.2 Posadka vojenského lietadla, ktora vzlietne bez FPL
(okrem letov s vynimkou predkladania FPL podla odseku ENR
1.1.12.2.1), alebo inym spésobom narusi rezim lietania, je navedena

podla povelov ATCO (zakrocéujuceho lietadla).

1.10.3.1.3 FPL musi byt predlozeny pred odletom MIL ARO/
CARO alebo za letu odovzdany prislu§nému stanovistu ATS.

1.10.3.1.4 S vynimkou pripadov uvedenych v odseku ENR
1.10.3.1.1 musi byt FPL pre lety OAT predlozeny najmenej 60 minut
pred odletom.

1.10.3.2 Obsah FPL

FPL musi obsahovat vSetky udaje uvedené v predpise L 4444.

1.10.3.3 Zmeny FPL

V sulade s ustanovenim 3.6.2 predpisu L 2 vSetky zmeny letového
planu, ktory bol predloZeny na let IFR alebo na riadeny let VFR,
musia byt ¢€o najskér ohlasené prisluSnému stanovistu ATS.
Ostatné lety VFR musia prisluSnému stanovistu ATS ohlasit ¢o
najskér vyznacné zmeny FPL.

1.10.3.4 Skoncenie platnosti FPL

1.10.3.4.1 Platnost FPL kon¢i ohlasenim pristatia, s vynimkou
FPL pre let v miestnej letovej €innosti, ktorého platnost je ukonéena
az poslednym zo série pristati. Velitel lietadla je preto povinny
u kazdého letu, na ktory bol predlozeny FPL, ohlasit pristatie
prislusnému stanovistu ATC, bud radiom alebo osobne v najkratsej
moznej dobe po pristati.

1.10.3.4.2 Po pristati na neriadenom letisku musi byt hlasenie
o pristati podané ¢o mozno najskér po pristati a najrychlejSimi

ACC.

ENR 1.10 FLIGHT PLANNING

1.10.1 Flight planning according to GAT rules

1.10.1.1 If the flight of military aircraft is executed according to
the rules of the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and
the flight is controlled by civilian ATS, the flight plan shall be
submitted according to AIP S. R. in subsection ENR 1.10 and ICAO
Doc 4444. The pilot-in-command shall notify military ATS about this
flight.

1.10.1.2 While planning international flights executed by SAF a
diplomatic clearance shall be requested to enter the state where the
aircraft is to land. It is necessary to request diplomatic clearance
even for the states that the aircraft will overfly.

1.10.2 Flight planning according to OAT rules

1.10.21 Flight planning according to OAT rules is carried out
by means of the system of operational flight planning.

1.10.3 Flight plans (FPL)

The term "flight plan" is used to mean either full information on all
items comprised in FPL description, covering the whole route of the
flight, or limited information required for the flight intended to operate
at aerodrome circuit or in MCTR only.

1.10.3.1 Submission of FPL

1.10.3.1.1 FPL shall be submitted for all flights of military aircraft
with the exception of NATINAMDS flights (quick reaction alert flights)
and flights for special purposes (SAR).

1.10.3.1.2  The aircrew of military aircraft which takes-off without
FPL (except flights with the exception of submission of FPL
according to para. ENR 1.1.12.2.1) or violates flight regime in
another way, will be either vectored to the track by ATCO or
navigational guidance will be given by intercepting aircraft for
landing at the nearest suitable airport.

1.10.3.1.3 FPL shall be submitted before departure to MIL ARO/
CARO or during the flight transmitted to the appropriate ATS unit.

1.10.3.1.4 With the exception of cases in para. ENR 1.10.3.1.1
FPL for OAT flights shall be submitted at least 60 minutes before
departure.

1.10.3.2 Contents of FPL

FPL shall comprise all the information contained in the ICAO Doc
4444,

1.10.3.3 FPL changes

According to provision 3.6.2 of ICAO Annex 2, all changes to FPL
submitted for an IFR flight, or a VFR flight operated as a controlled
flight, shall be reported as soon as practicable to the appropriate
ATS unit. For other VFR flights, significant changes to FPL shall be
reported as soon as practicable to the appropriate ATS unit.

1.10.3.4 Termination FPL

1.10.3.4.1 FPL is terminated by a landing report with the
exception of FPL filed for a local flight, whose FPL is terminated by
the last of a series of landings. The pilot-in-command is required to
report a landing to the appropriate ATC unit, either by radio or in
person as soon as possible after the completion of a flight.

1.10.3.4.2  After landing at an uncontrolled airdrome, the arrival
report shall be reported to the nearest ATC unit or MIL ACC/ACC as
soon as possible.
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1.10.3.4.3 Ak je vopred zname, Ze spojenie z neriadeného 1.10.3.4.3 If it is known, that communication from uncontrolled

letiska cez verejnu telekomunikaén siet je zdihavé (na letisku nie je
telefon alebo pri predavani hlasenia o pristati dochadza
k omeskaniu), je velitel lietadla povinny dohodnut pri predloZzeni
FPL, alebo pocas letu s prisluSnym stanovistom ATC spdsob
ohlasenia a ¢as, od ktorého sa zacne pocitat ¢as vyhlasenia
obdobia neistoty. Pilot je povinny podat hlasenie o pristati podla
odseku ENR 1.10.3.4.5.

1.10.3.4.4  Pilot lietadla pri pristavani na neriadenom letisku
moze odovzdat spravu o pristati lietadla radiom zo vzduchu.

1.10.3.4.5 Hlasenie o pristati odovzdavané lietadlom musi
obsahovat tieto udaje:

— identifikaciu lietadla,
— letisko odletu,
— letisko ur€enia (len v pripade pristatia na nahradnom letisku),

— letisko pristatia,
— Cas pristatia.

aerodrome when using public telecommunication network is
complicated (no telephone is at the aerodrome or delay occurs when
using public telephone), during the submission of FPL the pilot-in-
command of the aircraft is obliged to arrange the way of notification
and time, by which the time to declare the uncertainty phase will be
counted. The pilot is obliged to submit the arrival report in
accordance with para. ENR 1.10.3.4.5.

1.10.3.4.4 The pilot of the aircraft when landing at an
uncontrolled aerodrome may transmit the arrival message by radio
from the air.

1.10.3.4.5  Arrival reports submitted by an aircraft shall contain
the following elements of information:

— aircraft identification,

— aerodrome of departure,

— destination aerodrome (only in case of at an alternate
aerodrome landing),

— arrival aerodrome,

— time of arrival.
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
